CERTIFICATE OF VETERINARY INSPECTION REQUIREMENTS:
ALL ANIMALS BEING EXHIBITED MUST HAVE AN OFFICIAL
CERTIFICATE OF VETERINARY INSPECTION (HEALTH CERTIFICATE)
INDIVIDUAL IDENTIFICATION IS REQUIRED. CERTIFICATE MUST
HAVE BEEN ISSUED WITHIN 30 DAYS OR 4 MONTH MONTHS IF
ACCOMPANIED WITH 4H OR FFA ADVISOR SIGHNATURE AND COMPLY
WITH ALL STATE AND FEDERAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS THAT APPLY
TO THIS TYPE OF EVENT. GOATS SHOWING VISIBLE SIGNS OF ILLNESS
WILL BE REQUIRED TO BE REMOVED FROM THE PREMISES. THE
SHOW OFFICIAL’S DECISION IS FINAL.

CLASSES: MANAGEMENT RESERVES THE RIGHT TO COMBINE OR
SPLIT CLASSES.

DISPLAY AND TACK PENS: EXHITORS ARE ALLOWED TO DISPLAY

REMOVED FROM THE SHOW IF DEEMED NECESSARY BY SHOW
OFFICIALS OR MANAGEMENT.
AGE REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL JUNIOR EXHIBITORS: JUNIOR
EXHIBITORS ARE EIGHTEEN YEARS OLD AND UNDER. YOUNG
CHILDREN THAT CANNOT HANDLE THEIR GOAT CAN HAVE SOMEONE
HELP THEM.

ENTRIES; ENTRY FEE $15.00 PER GOAT. THERE IS A LIMIT OF 2
ANIMALS (DOE OR WETHER) PER EXHIBITOR. A WOOD CHIP BEDDING
WILL BE PROVIDED FOR THE FIRST BEDDING. NO STRAW, SAND OR
OTHER BEDDING MATERIALS WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE BARN.
OWNERSHIP: THE MEAT GOAT MUST BELONG TO THE EXHIBITOR.
CLASS WEIGHT: SHOW OFFICIALS WILL WEIGH GOATS ON FRIDAY
AND SATURDAY. GOATS WILL THEN BE DIVIDED INTO A
MAXIMIUM ELEVEN WEIGHT CLASSES AS EQUAL AS POSSIBLE.
GOATS MUST HAVE A WEIGHT OF A MINIMUM OF 35 POUNDS.
GOATS MUST BE CARRING ALL MILK TEETH AT TIME OF WEIGH IN
. ALL GOATS MUST BE DEHORNED OR TIPPED. TATTOO OR EAR
TAGS ARE REQUIRED FOR IDENTIFICATION.
JUNIOR MEAT GOAT SHOWMANSHEP
ALL JUNIOR EXHIBITORS ARE ELIGINBLE TO PARTICIPATE IN THE
JUNIOR MEAT GOAT SHOWMANSHIP. CLASSES WILL BE DIVIDED BY
AGE OF EXHIBITORS WITH A MAXIMIUM OF SEVEN CLASSES AND ONE
PEE WEE CLASS. PREMIUMS WILL BE PAID FOR THE TOP THREE
PLACES IN EACH CLASS.

CHAMPIONS WILL BE CHOSEN FROM THE FIRST PLACE AND SECOND
PLACE IN EACH CLASS. RESERVE CHAMPIONS WILL BE SELECTED
FROM THE REMAINING FIRST AND SECOND PLACE WINNERS IN CLASS.
MANAGEMENT RESERVES THE RIGHT TO COMBINE OR SPLIT CLASSES.
